From this participative perspective, amidst the celebratory
atmosphere of Viennese bohemia, moments away from an
epic crash, Mittringer takes his pictures. They show what
one might have once expe- rienced, done, seen, or even
missed or lost. Mittringer juxtaposes these pictures from
past big-city nights with the timeless, melancholy
impressions of a lonely country vagabond, keeping his
respectful distance, like saying farewell.
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
